LOCATION ADVICE

The location should leave space for the audience to gather in front of the video projection. A
dimmed light environment is mandatory for the best video projection quality. It's important to
consider dimming lamps close to the projection wall. It's mandatory to turn off any lamps
beaming on the wall itself. If the wall has windows, it must be considered to close window
blinds or at least turn off lights inside during show time. If location and weather allow, we advise
to put the table and chairs close to the audience so the artists can speak with the audience.

SECURITY

Security is required if the equipment is in the public space.
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
